1.
Welcome and Apologies. Apologies received from Suzanne Sparrow, Chris Bradley and Peter Hall.  Co-opted member Peter Faulkner was in attendance.  There was also the unexpected attendance of Suki.

Minutes of Previous Meeting.  Minutes of 1st June 2020 approved.

Matters Arising.  Nil.

Treasurer and Membership Secretary’s Report.
· Membership is 308 households.

· No report on Village Directories sold since last meeting.
· Bank £5,021 of which:

· £1,784 main account

· £3,237 Court Woodland
AL and LD have coordinated the email list against membership.

Planning.  RF reported:
Rosemont.  Conversion to 5 flats.  Inadequate parking, RYDA objected. Decision pending.

Woodville, Pillory Hill.  Revised design including guest suite, over development of site, nominally 3-bed but could accommodate more. PC and Woodd-Walker object.

Eastwood,  Stoke Road.  Adjacent to Stoke Road south of Junket Corner.  Cutting back and removal of TPO’d trees.  
Kegwell Farm.  5 letters in support, RYDA and N&NPC objected.  Decision pending.

The Retreat, Riverside Road West.  Summer-house approved (7 objections plus PC).
46 The Fairway (Bakery).  5 objections inc RYDA.  PA withdrawn.  But local opposition to position of large block garage well ahead of building line (received email from Jane Spencer).  Legitimacy of the garage has been questioned.  Local complainants to be advised to raise matter with SHDC.    

The Mooring, Newton Hill.  Addition of posts to balcony has been approved.  Some confusion whether the external spiral staircase to the balcony was properly presented during the planning process.  SHDC says it has been approved.
Poppy Cottage.  Decision pending.

Tamarinda, Yealm View Rd.  Boathouse and quay.  Appeal pending.  Precondition for a CMP.

The Smithy, 61 Stoke Road.  Boathouse refused on appeal.

Land south of Lochalsh, Lower Court Road.  Appeal pending (c12 objections to the appeal)

On a separate issue, a copy of the approved Supplementary Planning Document for the Plymouth, West Devon and South Hams Joint Local Plan has been received.  It has been passed on to the PC, but CL/RF will check for any implications for local planning.
6.
Newsletters and Website.  Once more, the Committee congratulated LD for producing such excellent and informative newsletters.  The frequency will now be reduced back to monthly because of a wind-down of Covid information.  There have been very few changes to the website because lack of local activities to report.   
7.
Parking Study.  The results of the questionnaire regarding parking on Yealm Road towards the pontoon were inconclusive.  However the extreme congestion continues.  The Parking Group will be discussing this further with the Environment Sub-Group of the PC.

Any Other Business

· RYDA Chair.  CL will continue to be Chair until the end of September, by which time Government post-lockdown rules may be clearer.
· Court Woodland.  Covid-19 has prevented any practical work since March.  However, Julia Bastone   -  a member of the Woodland Management Committee  - has completed a flora and fauna site survey which will be used to inform the management plan.

· Noss Telephone Box.  CL will feed in potential uses to the PC and offer RYDA involvement.
· Noss Voss Handrail.  It was agreed that the RYDA would contribute to the funding of the handrail.  CL will inform the PC.

· Speed Limits.  The lack of speed limit repeaters on Stoke Road might limit the application of the current speed limit.  Issue to be pursued with Highways.
